Issuance of a subsequent edition of the 

Statewide Urban Standard Specifications shall not affect the effective edition for purposes of 

the City of Johnston. For projects approved prior to the effective date of the 2021 edition, 

construction shall be in accordance with the applicable edition at the time of approval, or the 

edition stated in the approved construction documents.  Provided, however, any project 

approved under a prior edition may be constructed in accordance with the 2021 edition. 

 
This Supplemental Specification incorporates the modifications and deletions to the Iowa 

Statewide Urban Standard Specifications for Public Improvements as adopted by the City of 

Johnston as its Official Standard Specifications for Public Improvements.  The modifications 

and deletions set forth in this Supplemental Specification take precedence over the provisions 

of the Iowa Statewide Urban Standard Specifications for Public Improvements, 2021 Edition.  

This Supplemental Specification supersedes all previous City of Johnston Special Provision 

and Supplemental Specification.

12.  Provide tracer wire along all storm sewer lines including footing drain sewer 

collectors where location of storm sewer cannot be determined as a straight 

tangent between manholes and other visible access points. Tracer wire 

materials and installation shall be as specified in Division 5- Water Mains and 

Appurtenances. Final determination of pipes requiring tracer wire shall be by 

City of Johnston."
